Purchase at the Pharmacy:
e Magnesium Citrate (1 bottle)
e 2 Fleets Enemas

Day Before Flex Sigmoidoscopy:
o Clear Liquids after 4:00pm (NO Solid Food)
e At 6:00pm, drink the bottle of Magnesium Citrate
e Drink Plenty of Clear Liquids and Water
¢ Nothing to Eat or Drink after midnight
The Day of your Procedure:
e 3 hours before the procedure, DO the 2 Fleets Enemas
e Take your usual medications with a small amount of water (2 hours before procedure)

If you are diabetic, take %2 your regular insulin dose the day before and morning of the procedure. Hold
oral glucose medication the morning of the procedure.

DO take your usual medications in the morning with a small sip of water only (take 2 hours
before leaving for the procedure).

You will be called 10 to 14 days after your procedure to discuss any biopsy results and
Any further follow up.
